Merry Christmas! Today is the day when we celebrate the 
light of Christ, a light that pierces all our darkness! While 
some of us find it easy to rejoice today, others may struggle to 
celebrate. Still, the truth remains: the Word became flesh for 
all of us. His grace and truth and glory are available for 
everyone. And so, whatever darkness seems to enfold you, 
God calls out: “Come into my light! Darkness has not, and 
cannot, overcome it.”
